1 
Rules
1.1 Rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS).

1.2
The prescriptions applying to foreign competitors are defined in the Appendix ‘FFVoile Prescriptions’.

1.3 
Part B, section II from the RIPAM (COLREG) when replacing rules from chapter 2 of the RRS, 
between sunset and sunrise (between 10.20pm and 6.20am local time).

1.4 The Offshore Racing Rule (ORR) 2014 - 2015 – Category 3 race.

1.5 The rules and regulations of Mini edition 2015 (see Guide Mini 2015).

1.6 If there is a conflict between languages, the French text will take precedence.  
2 
Advertising & Publicity
2.1
The boats can be sponsored by one or more individual(s) or business(es); the advertising flags and banners can only be raised at the departure and arrival ports. The skippers must comply with rule 80 of ISAF’s RCV 2013-2016.
2.2
The distribution of spaces reserved for advertising between the Mini Class, the competitor and the organiser is defined by the Mini Class rules, as per the 2015 edition of the Mini Guide (Art.R-18).
2.3
Competitors must display the flags, dodger and markings defined jointly by the Mini Class and the organiser. Upon any infraction of this rule, the competitor in question can - after an investigation - be penalised.
2.4
The skippers agree to fix the organiser’s dodger (bearing a Mini Transat image) on the rear life-lines to both starboard and port. They must be in place throughout the entire race. The skippers agree to hand them back once the race is completed.  
3 
Notices to competitors
Notices to competitors will be posted on the official noticeboard on the ground floor of the Maison du Nautisme in Tréboul.

4 Amendments to the race programme
Any amendments to the race programme will be posted on the official noticeboard two hours before the Warning Signal in which they will be enforced, except eventual changes in the race programme that will be posted before 8pm of the day before they take effect.

Signals made ashore

5.1 
Signals made ashore will be displayed on the mast of the flag pole of the Maison du Nautisme.

5.2 
When code flag “AP” is displayed ashore, the Warning Signal will not be made less than one hour after the “AP” is lowered ashore.

Windward Buoy


The Race Committee boat may fly the code D flag to indicate a Windward Mark. 


If no code D flag is hoisted, there is no Windward Mark. 


If the Committee Boat flag is green, yachts shall round the Windward Mark to Starboard. 

This modifies the race signals.


If no green flag, it means the Windward Mark is to be left to port. This modifies the race 

signals.

Self-clocking at course marks


Competitors must clock their own times at each race mark other than the start, the Windward

The starting line will be denoted by an orange flag flying on the mast of the Committee Boat left to starboard, and an orange flag flying on the mast of the Starting Mark Boat left to port, or a yellow cylinder buoy. 
10.3. 
Any boat not having crossed the line within 30 minutes of the starting signal shall return to the port and will be allowed to leave Tréboul at the earliest 2 hours after the starting signal and only after the Race Committee permission. GPS bearings for the starting line and Windward Mark will be given to the competitor and these marks should be respected.
10.4
Rule 29.1 of the RRS is modified as follows:

When, at the starting signal, a boat must comply with rule 29.1 or rule 30.1, the Committee Boat 
must promptly display Flag X with one sound. The flag shall be displayed until all boats are completely on the pre-start side of the starting line or its extensions and have complied with rule 30.1. 

When an individual call occurs, the boat(s) in question will be informed by VHF, if possible, after a minimum 2-minute delay.  


The lack of a VHF radio call cannot lead to compensation. 

The code flag X will be lowered a maximum of 30 minutes after the start signal except if the Race Committee decides to extend this time limit due to meteorological conditions.

According to the change to the rule 29.2, after a general call, the Race Committee can give the new 
start signal at the preparatory stage.

The finish

11.1
The finishing line will be between the “Arrival Committee Boat” and a yellow cylinder buoy, located to the east of the Coulinec Rock. The line will be set North - South. The yacht will be moored to the south of this line, the yellow cylindrical arrival buoy, with a flashing white light at night, will be at the north of the line. 


Be aware of the foreshore around the Coulinec Rock.

11.2 
All boats must make themselves known to the Race Committee on VHF Channel 72 at least one hour 
before crossing the finishing line usually when they enter the Bay of Douarnenez. They must continue to try until contact is made.
12
Penalty systems

12.1 
Penalty for the breach of the RIPAM rules when it replaces chapter 2 of the RRS: 

When the conditions of paragraph 1.4 of these Race Instructions apply, the rule 44 of RRS is overruled.

A proven breach of part B of the RIPAM will receive, after a hearing, a minimum two-hour penalty and it could go as far as disqualification.

If a competitor witnesses a breach in part B of the RIPAM s/he should make it known in writing and submit it to the secretary of the Complaints Committee within the time period allowed for complaint submissions.  

Any proven breach as specified above will receive a penalty of one hour. This penalty may be made more severe, after a hearing, in the case of damage or injury.

12.2
Penalties for breach of rules in Chapter 2 of the RRS 2013 - 2016:

Apart from rule 31, any breach of the rules may, after a hearing, at the discretion of the Complaints Committee, be given a time penalty up to DSQ from Jury initiatives. 

12.3 
Repair: 


Rule 62.1 (b) is modified as follows:


By injury or physical damage because of a boat breaking a rule of Part 2, or of Part B, section II of the RIPAM (COLREG) when that replaces the rules of Chapter 2 of the RRS, or of a vessel not racing that was required to keep clear.
13 
Time limit

The finishing line remains open for 18 hours after the crossing of the first in the Prototype category and the first in the Production Boat category.  

The time bonus the Jury is entitled to give to a boat may be added to this time limit.  

14 Protest
14.1 
Protests must be written on the forms available from the Race Office and must be submitted no later than two hours after crossing the finishing line. In the event of an arrival between 8pm and 8am, competitors wishing to protest will have until 10am to do so.


Protests will be heard from 10am to 9pm local time every race day.

14.2
If Rule 61.1(b) is to be applied, the registration numbers of the boats subject to protest by the Race Committee or Jury for a breach in the racing zone will be posted on the official noticeboard before the end of the time limit given in 14.1 above. 


If the Committee is unable to post its complaints within the time limit given in 14.1, competitors will be informed by a notice of an extension of the time limit for protests made by the Race Committee. (This modifies ISAF Rules 61.1(b) and 61.3).

14.3 
Summons will be posted between 10am and 8pm every race day and at the latest 30 minutes after the complaints submission time limit to inform competitors of the time, date, and place of the hearing that concerns them. 

14.4
Articles 11.1 and 16 of these Race Instructions cannot be subjected to protests from the competitors. This modifies Rule 60.1 (a). Penalties for the breaking of these rules may be less severe than disqualification if the Jury decides so. 


A request for a re-hearing or for redress must be made no later than 30 minutes after the party asking for a re-hearing has been informed on the decision.

 Scoring


Scoring will be carried out in accordance with Rule R-3 of the Mini Rules.

 Safety

Security Briefing and weather forecast: Thursday 4th June at 10.30am (Maison du Nautime)
16.1
Competitors are requested to sign in before the start of the race. A signing-in session will open 
on Thursday 4th June at 10h00 am before the beginning of the briefing.

(Any competitor failing to sign in may be the subject of a complaint by the Race Committee)
16.2 
Competitors are requested to sign in at the arrival. A signing-in session will be open for up to two
hours after the competitor's arrival at the Race Office.


(Any competitor failing to sign in may be subject of a complaint by the Race Committee) 

16.3 
Abandoning


Any competitor wishing to abandon the race must inform a Committee Boat on VHF Channel 72 as 
early as possible, and if necessary ensure that their situation is known by relaying the message via 
the radio to the other competitors until the Committee Boat is informed.


Then she/ he must contact the Race Committee by telephoning + 33 (0)298 74 38 05 as soon as the boat 
reaches the nearest harbour. It is compulsory to keep the Race Committee informed of the  
situation and to notify it of the departure from a stop-over port, and to confirm withdrawal 
from the race in writing as soon as possible. 

16.4 
Measurement Checking


a) Measurement and safety material spot checks may occur at any time without warning, either on the Race Committee's own initiative or when asked by the organising authority or the Jury.


b) Before the race starts, an amendment will let competitors know the precise time by which boats must be race fit and conform to safety and measurement checks.

VHF Channel 

The VHF Channel of the “2013 Marie-Agnès Péron Trophy” is 72.

Competitors must remain permanently tuned on Channels 16 and 72.

Mobile telephone

Mobile phones are forbidden on board throughout the race (they may be left with the Race 
Committee when signing in at the start).
19 
Satellite positioning

A satellite positioning system will be installed on each boat. Every effort must be made to ensure this proceeds as smoothly as possible and, given the importance of this equipment for competitor safety, to ensure that it is kept in perfect working order during the race.

APPENDIX 
FFVoile PRESCRIPTIONS
FFVoile Prescriptions to RRS 2013-2016
Applying to foreign competitors

RRS 64.3 (*):

Jury may ask the parties to the protest, prior to checking procedures, a deposit covering the cost of checking arising from a measurement protest.

RRS 68 (*):

Any claim for damages arising from an incident involving a boat bound by the RRS shall be subject to the appropriate courts and will not be considered by the jury.

RRS 70. 5 (*):

In such circumstances, the written approval of the FFVoile shall be received before publishing the notice of race and shall be posted on the official notice board during the competition.

RCV 86.3 (*):

An organizing authority wishing to change a rule listed in RRS 86.1 in order to develop or test new rules shall beforehand submit the changes to the FFVoile, in order to obtain its written approval and shall report the results to FFVoile after the regatta. The authorization of the FFVoile shall be mentioned in the notice of race, in the sailing instructions, and shall be posted on the official notice board during the regatta.

RRS 88 (*):

Prescriptions of the FFVoile shall be neither changed nor deleted in the sailing instructions, except for competitions for which an international jury has been appointed.

In such case, the prescriptions marked with an asterisk (*) shall be neither changed nor deleted in the sailing instructions. (The official translation of the prescriptions, downloadable on the FFVoile website www.ffvoile.org, shall be the only translation used to comply with RRS 90.2(b)).

RRS 91 (*):

The appointment of an international jury meeting the requirements of Appendix N is subject to prior written approval of the FFVoile. Such notice of approval shall be posted on the official notice board during the event.
